The user key for access 1 is inserted, turned 45° clockwise and 
removed in this position.

After removing the key for 
access 2, the cylinder is coded for this access, access with key 1 is 
blocked. The keys for access 2 take over the normal lock functions.

The third access lock can be coded using the user key for access 3.
